But it came at great cost — more than 9,000 soldiers were
killed or wounded. As the Allied force began the long march to defeat
Hitler, they liberated Norman towns such as Bayeux and Caen. Today,
the people here still have an affinity for the United States and Canada,
two countries that contributed greatly to the liberation effort.
